SHROPSHIRE CPRE AGAINST PYLONS

CPRE Shropshire held an open meeting before its AGM on Thursday night (12 May) attended by representatives of local groups campaigning against the National Grid’s proposals to build pylons and transmission lines through Shropshire. It was decided unanimously at the meeting to oppose the whole concept of overhead lines across the county, rather than attempt to choose between alternative routes as suggested by the National Grid. Several speakers drew attention to the damage that pylons and transmission lines would do, not only to the landscape but to the tourism industry which contributes many millions of pounds to the Shropshire economy. 
The meeting also agreed to call for a review of the Welsh Assembly’s renewable energy policies contained in their Technical Advice Note 8, which had been published without any consultation over its consequent effects in Shropshire.
A rally is being organised in Cardiff on Tuesday 24 May to protest against the Welsh Assembly’s wind energy policies. CPRE Shropshire has booked a coach to take protestors and it will leave Shrewsbury Abbey car park at 8.00am at a cost of £11.00 per person.
